LZ Lambeau™: Welcoming Home Wisconsin’s Vietnam Veterans

May 21 - 23, 2010

Media access is open to all media during the three days of LZ Lambeau events on the grounds around Lambeau Field and in the Lambeau Field Atrium. Exhibits and aircraft displays will also be held at Green Bay’s Austin Straubel Airport. Media are invited to cover these public events.

Members of the media are invited to cover the events, exhibits and attendees of the weekend. (See the end of this document for a schedule of weekend events.) 
A media workroom will be available in Suite 4029 on the Club Level (4th floor) of the Lambeau Field Atrium during event hours. 

Saturday evening ticketed ceremony

The 7:30 p.m. Saturday, May 22, 2010, LZ Lambeau ceremony inside Lambeau Field is a ticketed event and media coverage will require credentials. The LZ Lambeau partners are happy to accommodate credentialed media for coverage prior to and during the ceremony (From 6 – 9:30 p.m.). Usage of footage from the ticketed ceremony inside Lambeau Field is limited to two minutes for newscasts airing following the ceremony. The LZ Lambeau partners retain all rights to footage of the event and future usage. Coverage of the event (speakers, musicians, presenters) will be allowed from within the Lambeau Field seating bowl, but media is advised to refrain from interviewing ticketed attendees in the seating bowl (out of courtesy to all attendees at event). Interviews of attendees in the Lambeau Field concourses and in the grounds around Lambeau Field are encouraged.

Broadcast rules of engagement: Television and radio stations may conduct live reports from the Lambeau Field seating bowl that take place during regular news programming (i.e., 4, 5 and 6 p.m. newscasts). For live coverage arrangements and credentials, please contact Aaron Popkey of the Packers’ public relations department. Television stations intending to conduct live shots for their late news must make special arrangements with a member of the public relations staff. 

Media generally will be allowed open access to the Atrium floor and Concourse area for photo/b-roll and attendee interviews, but are required to conduct coverage of the LZ Lambeau ceremony in a designated area (to be determined) inside the Lambeau Field seating bowl.

Live shot opportunities exist for other days of the event as well. Please contact Erik Ernst (erik.ernst@wpt.org or 262/909-2369) for more information and ideas for live shots.

Media Credentials

Credentials are required for admittance to the Lambeau Field ceremony in order to cover the event. 

The LZ Lambeau partners will allow up to four passes for each media outlet. Media parking: Reserved parking for the Saturday evening event will be available for media who are credentialed for the event. Parking for satellite and other remote trucks will be available on a first-come, first-served basis in the satellite/live truck area of the Lambeau Field parking lot. Please indicate if you need satellite/live truck parking and accommodations will be arranged.
